officially began educating students in grades h8974 kindergarten was added. The high schookteated in 1978 and
graduated its first class in 1981. A new Activitiéenter with a gym, cafeteria, two classrooms, asdience lab, was
constructed in 1982. In 1993, an educational wiag added to the Activities Center, housing 6 laigssrooms and an
office complex. In 1995, a third floor was addedarey Hall, giving us an additional 5 elementdagsrooms. A pre-
kindergarten program was added in 2003.

During the 1993/94 academic year, BBS receiveddtdreditation from the Middle States AssociatibColleges and
Schools and the Association of Christian Schodisriational. The school was reaccredited in 2003.

All students are accepted on a provisional statithe end of the first marking period, eachdstit's academic
progress, attendance record, and behavioral pattiive reviewed to determine if the child shoutthtinue at the
school. This process will be repeated at the ertHeofecond marking period if the situation wasant

A transfer student will not be admitted aftee first marking period unless unusual circumstarést or the
family has just moved into the area.

All students will be required to comply fully thithe state of Pennsylvania's immunization policy.

The parents must agree that:

a. the school has full discretion for the grade@haent of children;

b. they will meet all tuition and other financidllmations; and

It is the policy of the school not to admitdgats who have been expelled from another schoohee repeated
more than one grade.

Parents must be interviewed by the Administratamther school officials. Students in grades261iust also be
interviewed.

Families transferring their children from ptiwar Christian schools must have settled all for@robligations at
the previous school.

For students first entering school and thogdering grades 6 and 11, a physical examination piyeician is
required. For students first entering school amd¢hentering grades 3 and 7, a dental examinatimyuired.
